16 Thou shalt also suck the milk of the

Gen5les, and shalt suck the breast of kings: and thou shalt know that I the LORD am thy Saviour

and thy Redeemer, the mighty One of Jacob. 17 For brass I will bring gold, and for iron I will bring

silver, and for wood brass, and for stones iron: I will also make thy officers peace, and thine

exactors righteousness.
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
